While space exploration has given us some new technology and
skills, these are insignificant improvements compared to the costs
to society and the environment. Any money spent on space
exploration is money that cannot be used on hospitals or welfare
services in Japan. At the same time, sending rockets into space

requires a lot of energy when we should be thinking about

reducing the use of fossil fuels to prevent climate change.

Structure of the exam

The 90-minute exam is composed of six parts. Except for the last item

[VI], they are all multiple-choice.

[I] Long reading passage that includes related data.

[I] & [III] Short isolated sentences for structure and expression
(vocabulary). [1I] fill-in-the-blanks. [III] error-identification.

[IV] - Dialogue.

[V] - Paragraph fill-in question.

[VI] - Writing task to state an opinion in response to a given topic.

[I] is an article of about 1,000 to 1,200 words, including some
accompanying data. The topics are usually on global issues which are
often dealt with in the social sciences. All items are multiple-choice or
true/false questions on a mark sheet. The questions are designed to test
the applicant’s comprehension skills of reading text and data presented
in tables, graphs and charts. The section also includes some questions to
test knowledge of structure and vocabulary. The data sets may include
the definitions of the keywords used. Test-takers should get used to
reading texts of the length in English and practice understanding graphs,
tables, and charts. In addition, they should be familiar with and be
interested in global issues through the news.

[I1] and [III] are language items testing vocabulary, discourse, and
grammatical ability. Test-takers can prepare for these sections by
reviewing their high school textbooks and practicing similar types of
questions. Each question is scored according to the number of correct
answers.

[IV] is a script of dialogue in an academic setting. Conversations occur
between students and other students, faculty members, university staff,
advisors, administrators, teaching assistants and so on. The 2025
question was a conversation between two new university students and a
staff member at a training gym on campus. Test-takers can prepare for
this item by listening to conversations in various English standardized
exams for academic purposes.

[V] is a fill-in the blanks question that asks test-takers to complete the
words in a paragraph on a social science topic. The item is designed to
test the reading comprehension ability of short text and the ability to
guess the words in context. Test-takers should be aware of basic

grammatical structure and have a range of vocabulary to choose the



correct word or form of the word to re-create a sentence. The answers
are entered on a marksheet by selecting numbers on the keypad to
represent the letters to complete the words. Test-takers should
familiarize themselves with this section's question and answer format by
practicing similar questions.

[VI] is a writing task where test-takers are required to state an opinion
in response to a topic and some positioning statements. Test-takers are
to choose one statement to agree with in Part A. In Part B, further details
and examples should be provided to support the answer given in Part A.
The 2025 question was about whether Japan should increase its spending
on space exploration. Answers are rated for clarity in supporting the
opinion and logical thinking in structuring well-formed sentences. Test-
takers should be very careful not to copy or repeat the statements given
in the instruction. To prepare for this section, students should practice
expressing opinions and disagreement, and providing reasons and

examples.

General advice to potential test-takers

The English entrance exam to the Faculty of International Social
Sciences is developed to select students suited for its curriculum in which
students study social sciences in English. In addition to studying the
materials covered in high school English textbooks, successful applicants
prepare by reading and listening to news about current global affairs in
both English and Japanese. When considering taking the exam, it helps
to practice developing one’s own opinions about social issues and

supporting them with logical reasoning.
