3. Educational Activities

In 2019, I taught nine courses in the ISS curriculum: Basic Seminar I and 11,
Accounting, International Accounting, Financial Accounting, Cost Accounting,
Advanced Seminar I and II, and Graduation Thesis. For Basic seminar I, the
purpose was to prepare students for their future study of social sciences: how to find
and use documentary resources, how to use data and write a term paper. For Basic
seminar II, the purpose was to improve the skills learnt in Basic seminar I and to
get used to teamwork and presentations. Both courses were based on studying the
internationalization of the Japanese economy at the time of Shibusawa Eiichi. Some
students chose to study companies founded by Shibusawa (Mizuho bank, Shimizu,
Imperial Hotel etc), others chose social issues like education and international

relations.
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The Accounting course was an introductory course to financial accounting. The
purpose was to learn accounting basics necessary to understand the calculation of
profit and the structure of the balance sheet. As far as International accounting is
concerned, I taught basic accounting principles in IFRS and prepared students for
the BATIC examination.

The Financial accounting course was an English-medium course focused on financial
reporting and business analysis, while cost accounting surveyed the management
accounting practices of Japanese companies.

Advanced seminar was a course focused on developing students’ skills in financial
statement analysis. Starting with case studies of manufacturing companies like
Hitachi, Mitsubishi Electric and Toshiba, students chose their own topic and
conducted surveys on intangible-intensive companies like Samsung, Netflix,
Softbank and Sony.

Graduation thesis was designed to help students write and present their own
research. Topics chosen this year were the use of artificial intelligence in auditing
procedures, and the implications of distributed ledger technology for management

control.

4. Research Activities
In 2019, I have pursued my research on accounting for goodwill and intangible
assets. I was also involved in other projects related with accounting regulation and

international tax law. The main aspects of this research are as follows.

1) Accounting for intangible assets in IFRS

Does the value of intangibles reflect their earning capacity? How do pharmaceutical
companies recognize intangible assets purchased through M&A? Based on a hand-
collected sample of financial data disclosed by pharmaceutical companies using IFRS,
I analyzed changes in reporting practices for the period 2003-2017. At this point of the
research, findings reveal a dramatic decrease of the reported value of patents to the
benefit of “marketing intangibles” (brands, customers and other distribution-related

rights) and in-process R&D. Country-specific characteristics also tend to remain
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despite the harmonization of accounting standards.

2) Accounting and Corporate Sustainability

Most of the European regulation regarding financial accounting is based on
individual accounts, while multinational companies report profits and their financial
position based on group accounts. The objective of the European law Institute project
is to regulate group accounts in order to give more emphasis to long term issues
like business sustainability. I am in charge of accounting for equity, and some other
group members investigate corporate governance, company law aspects and economic
implications of adopting more sustainable rules.

The conclusions of the project are expected to be endorsed by the European Law

Institute and presented to the European parliament in 2021.

3) International Tax Law

BEPS (Base Erosion and Profit Shifting) project by the OECD has reshaped the

Iinternational tax system in the last three years. My research on this matter deals
with anti-avoidance rules. In 2019, I contributed to two tax law books that will be
published in 2020: Controlled Foreign Companies (French Report), and General Anti-
Avoidance Rules (Japanese report). Since accounting standards are an important
element of the international tax system, I am planning to go on my research about

intangible assets from a tax avoidance viewpoint.

In Presentation I, I focused on facilitating the understanding of the essential parts
of presentations. Another focus was on delivery skills, including eye contact, pacing,
and voice inflection. It also provided opportunities for students to develop their
confidence in speaking English in front of an audience. In Presentation II, I aimed to
develop the students’ critical thinking and effective use of data in presentations.
Study Abroad I: I taught two sections of the course, coordinated by Professor
Yoshiko Nozaki. We provided the information regarding the regulations and the
range of options available, and to support them to develop their study abroad

plan. As for the final project of the course, the students designed a tentative

study abroad plan.

Study Abroad II:

To deepen the learning and experience of the study abroad programs, the students
reflected on their progress in language learning, the ways to maintain their
awareness of cultural diversity, and the motivation to use English. They also
reflected on the diversity within the host country, and differences with Japan. The
students had opportunities to meet and listen to the various professionals who had
some experiences overseas. As the final assignment, students gave a two-minute
speech without a note of their experience and future goals.

Independent Studies:

This course is for fourth-year students who have excelled in their previous
coursework or otherwise shown significant mastery of language and content in
international social studies. Students designed a detailed personal learning plan
and presented the proposal for approval. This year was the first time this course
was offered. Out of the 11 students enrolled, eight students completed their plan
and submitted a research paper in the APA format. The titles of the final papers
submitted were as follows:

3. Educational Activities

In Academic Skills I, students learned the basics of academic reading and writing,
and learned strategies for building their vocabularies. They were trained to use
reading strategies to read effectively, and learned basic research skills and how
to organize and write information and ideas coherently and logically in academic
paragraphs and short research papers with APA references and citations. Students
became aware of what plagiarism is and received training on how to self-edit and
peer edit their work.

In Academic Skills II, students further developed their reading and writing skills
focusing on the social sciences. They read longer, more sophisticated texts, and wrote
longer papers with more sophisticated research methods. They also learned how to
paraphrase and quote text from original sources.

In Economics and the World, students learned the language of world economics
and how to express themselves when discussing and writing about international
economics in English. They discussed relevant topics in groups each week, wrote short
papers based on relevant readings, and made a presentation on a research topic.

In Advertising and the Media, the media studies portion of the course was focussed
on learning about the historical developments of traditional media in English. In

the advertising portion of the course, students learned how to talk about, conduct
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research on, and analyse advertisements. They wrote papers on their analyses of
print ads and video commercials to demonstrate their ability to apply the analysis
and research skills they learned, and presented their research results in formal
presentations to the class.

In Discussion: The Economy, students furthered their learning on topics relating
to world economics, including incentives, Al, robots, cashless society, tariffs. They
were assigned readings and videos, and tasks to prepare for class discussion.
They wrote a research paper on an original topic and made a class presentation to
demonstrate their ability to apply what they had learned in an academic format

in English.

4. Research Activities

1) Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL)

I began my research by reading core books and articles on CLIL, mainly written
by European researchers and practitioners for primary to secondary education
in European countries. Next, I turned to the literature about CLIL applications
and practices in Asia, including Japan. My main research project in 2015 was to
interview a group of CLIL teachers in Japan to collect data on their understanding
of CLIL, their classroom application of CLIL. I presented on my research at two
conferences and participated in a week-long CLIL workshop given by the University

of Queensland to research CLIL FD for the ISS faculty.

2) CLIL in higher education in Asia (Research Institute of Oriental Culture, RIOC
Project)

I am a member of a research group with three ISS faculty members (Kay Irie, Ted
O’Neill, Tim Marchand) and Reiko Fujita (Tokai University). The two-year project
aimed to investigate how language supports English-medium instruction (EMI)
programs in higher education in Asian countries where English is not the official
language. In year one, I visited two universities in Japan to collect data. In year
two, I visited a university in Vietnam to collect data. In AY2018, I wrote three

chapters based on my research for this project for our output publication for
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RIOC to be published in 2019-2020

In 2017-2018, I conducted research on English medium instruction in tertiary
institutions in Europe. I first read the extensive literature reporting EMI across the
EU, and then turned my focus to EMI in Italy. I visited a university in Bologna to
collect data on a graduate EMI-taught program. I also began to research on EMI in
Japan, which is a relative newcomer to this mode of instruction and collected data
from the published research. In 2018, I presented my research findings on EMI in
Italy at conferences in Japan and furthered my research into the literature on EMI

in Japan and Europe.

3. Educational Activities

English Communication | & Il (Coordinator):

The main focus of the English Communication courses was to improve the students’
listening and speaking skills to the extent that by the end of the academic year, they
would be able to understand the content of talks, and share their opinions about them
while participating fully in group discussions. In order to facilitate this, note-taking
skills were introduced in English Communication I and the students were given
opportunities to practice listening to various lectures (such as TED talks) online. As
well as regular small group or pair work discussions each week, the students were also

required to prepare and facilitate a group discussion on a topic of their own choosing.
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These tasks were continued in English Communication II, which also introduced data-

based topics from the social sciences as content for the group discussions.

Issues in the World (Bridge Course Coordinator)
Issues in the World is a Bridge course designed to support the content of the
Sustainable Development lecture course. The structure of the course is based around
two chapters in the Global Issues textbook concerning Population and Wealth and
Poverty, which are the same two chapters covered by the Sustainable Development
lectures.
The goals of the course were to:

® consolidate the skills students picked up in their first-year English course;

® provide scaffolding support for the Sustainable Development lecture course;

® develop the students’ note-taking skills in preparation for other courses in

English;

® learn about population and wealth in a CLIL environment
Students who took the course were expected to conduct one research topic for each
chapter of the set textbook, culminating in either a written report or short group

discussion on their chosen case study

Global Challenges

Global Challenges is a required elective course based on the 15 global challenges
identified by the Millennium Project in support of the UN Millennium Development
Goals. In order to facilitate the students becoming comfortable understanding such
complex ideas in English, the class is taught using a CLIL approach. Engaging the
students actively with the learning process is also an important feature of the class.
For example, each student chooses a research topic of interest to them related to one
of the 15 global challenges, and reads extensively about it, using sources in English
such as United Nations documents and journal articles. The students then share
their knowledge about their research in small group discussions, teaching each
other what they have learned by introducing the key concepts and case studies from

their reading. Examples from this last year’s students’ research included “indoor air
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pollution in the Indian subcontinent” and “the future of smart cities”.

Area Studies

Area Studies was taught for the first time in the last academic year, offering the
chance for students to complete a thorough academic research project on an area
or region of their interest. The first few weeks of class are devoted to building up
an understanding of what academic research in the field of Area Studies entails,
including an examination of the competing definitions of “area” and how to avoid
some fallacies associated with researching other parts of the world. The students are
then expected to produce two pieces of academic work based on their own research: a
15 minute presentation followed by a question and answer session, and a 2000 word
written paper in an academic style. Some of the research projects from last year
included “the work-life balance in Denmark” and “Mexican migrants’ experience in

the USA” .

Oral Fluency

Oral Fluency was an elective class taught to 2nd-4th year students in the first
semester. The aim of the class was to improve four aspects of oral fluency in order
to facilitate smoother interactions when speaking in English, especially with
international interlocutors : pronunciation (including stress and intonation), small

talk, question formation and discussing complex matters.

4. Research Activities
This year my research activities were divided into two areas: 1) Investigating a
Learner Corpus of Computer-mediated Communication 2) CLIL in higher education

in Asia (Research Institute of Oriental Culture Project).

1) Investigating a Learner Corpus of Computer-mediated Communication:
This last year, I have been working on several methodological considerations for
the analysis of my data, and refined my thinking on the overall unifying framework

for the project. This framework is based upon the juxtaposition of two perspectives

and one underlying principle: from the field of learner corpus research (LCR), one
perspective is the need to investigate new forms of learner data which may better
reflect the real-world forms of native-produced data often found in reference corpora,
and was the original trigger for investigating a learner corpus of computer-mediated
communication (CMC).

The second comes from the field of computer assisted language learning (CALL)
where recent research has provided case study evidence that CMC encourages
L2 learners to become active, autonomous participants in the learning process,
as exhibited by writing gains in terms of fluency, lexical richness and syntactic
complexity being experienced by language learners who actively interact on
classroom blogs.. These claims deserve to be evaluated, looking at the evidence from
my learner corpus data. I intend to use the Dynamic Systems Theory approach in

SLA as a theoretical basis for doing so

2) CLIL in higher education in Asia (Research Institute of Oriental Culture Project):

This last year saw the publication of a paper that was the result of a two-year survey
project investigating the use of content in the language support for the English-
medium instruction (EMI) programs in higher education in Asian countries where
English is not the official language, undertaken together with three ISS English
faculty members (Kay Irie, Ted O’Neill, Laura MacGregor) and Reiko Fujita (Tokai
University). My role in the project was to write up the chapter looking at EMI
practices at several higher education institutions in Japan, as well as write the
conclusion of our report. In addition to that, I presented a paper that discussed
the problems encountered when running CLIL courses, and argued that a series
of interactive tasks can be used to scaffold some of the more demanding material,
leading to both language development and acquisition of knowledge in the content

domain.

3. Educational Activities in 2019-2020

Study Abroad I (Coordinator): I taught one classes of Study Abroad 1 (the other
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class was taught by Professor Irie). The classes offered the information about the
various kinds and types of options available to students. We gave the students a
basic idea of higher education systems outside Japan. In the 2018 academic year, we
made a minor syllabus revision to make clear each week’s theme, focus, topic, and
academic content, which made the classes run smoothly and well-received. For the
final assignment, each student developed his or her “dream” plan for study abroad.
The students heard from various international guest speakers in class, including
representative FTP University [Vietnam], several Australian universities, and
Dublin City University. The students also heard several students who went their
short-term study abroad and/or who will go to their long-term study abroad, in
addition to two Gakushuin alumni who spoke about their study abroad experience
and career choices.

Study Abroad II (Coordinator): Professor Irie and I also taught a class of Study
Abroad II. There were three classes concurrently run, and the class sizes were
bigger. The students reflected on the progress they made in their language learning
and considered ways to maintain and improve their language abilities and to deepen
their awareness of cultural diversity, while being in Japan. Then, the students
made individual presentations on the theme of diversity, focusing on the intra- and
international differences. As the final assignment, each student gave a two-minute
speech on his or her overseas experiences and future career goals. As a part of their
career education, we invited four guest speakers on various topics related to the
study abroad experiences and career development, which was very well received.

Presentation I & II: The topic of Presentation I is “Japanese culture,” and
that of presentation II is “Japanese society.” My focus in these classes remained
the same as before—to allow students to make academic presentations for social
sciences audiences. In these classes, in the academic year of 2018-2019, I made some
minor revision on the ways to do peer- and self- evaluations. Basically, I decided
to use the session following the video-taping of the student presentation for peer-
and self-evaluation activities, including each student’s making a transcript of his/
her presentation, making the students aware of the ways their performances are

evaluated. This made their final presentation much better prepared.
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The goal I have for Presentation classes is for students to go beyond just speaking
fluently and writing correctly. I would like to see students develop the ability to
put together different elements of making an academic presentation, including the
content, delivery, and presence of speaker, the idea of 5W and 1H for story telling,
the use of PREP (Point-Reason-Example-Point) methods for a short speech, and
the necessary ingredients of academic presentations for scholarly presentations.
Students in Presentation I classes made three presentations during the semester and
those in Presentation II classes, two presentations. These presentations were video
recorded, peer evaluated, self-evaluated, and instructor evaluated (students were
taught and practiced how to give feedback to their peers). I also gave “report cards”
for their presentation performances for each student.

In Self-Directed Learning I, I focused on improving students digital literacy skills
as they worked on setting goals, selecting learning tool to support their study
plans, evaluating their progress, and adjusting their studies to meet their personal
language learning needs.

Presentation I, I mainly worked on improving students’ understanding of good visual
design to support presentation, organization and structure of presentations, and
building comfort and confidence in public speaking. In Presentation II, T focused
on improving student group work on presentations, use of video for peer and self-

assessment and feedback, and using data to support their conclusions.

Economics in the World

I created supportive scaffolding materials online for all of the texts that are assigned
readings in this class. I also attended half of Professor Ito’s lectures in the paired
Bridge Course to better understand the needs of the students and how the course

contents are presented.

Globalization and Business
I expanded a collection of supportive materials including readings, data, and video. I
annotated these materials and integrated them into the course to help students both

understand the concepts and to improve their mastery of relevant language.

4. Research Activities

4.1 Linguistic Landscapes

As part of my research during this year I started data collection on a long term
longitudinal study of one aspect of the linguistic landscape in Tokyo. This current
work follows the research pursued by Backhaus (Linguistic Landscape: A New
Approach to Multilingualism, 2006; Linguistic Landscapes: A Comparative Study
of Urban Multilingualism in Tokyo, 2007) and is informed by the ethnographic
work of Blommaert (Ethnography, Superdiversity and Linguistic Landscapes,
2013). Preliminary analysis was presented in 2018. More detailed analysis was
also presented in January 2020 at the ThaiTESOL Conference. Data collection will

continue through 2020 or longer.

4.2 Content and Language Integrated Learning

4.2.1 My secondary research continued through the Gakushuin Research Institute of
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Oriental Culture Project: CLIL in higher education in Asia. Along with three other
ISS faculty members (Kay Irie, Laura MacGregor, Tim Marchand) and Reiko Fujita
(Tokai University). We completed publication of “Report on EMI, CLIL, and Bridging
Programmes in Higher Education in Asia: Application and Practice (ISSN: 0919-
6536).

3. Teaching Activities

In 2019, I taught eight courses in the ISS curriculum: Basic seminar I and II,

Advanced seminar I and II, Introductory Chinese Economy, Economic Analysis of

Chinese Society, Modern Chinese Economy, and China’s Economic Sustainability and

Social Issues. The former six were taught in Japanese and the last two in English.

Basic Seminar I and II and Advanced Seminar I and II are four seminar-

type courses taught to freshmen and senior students, respectively. The class size

is generally small, involving a variety of active learning methods and intensive
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interaction between students and the lecturer. Throughout the whole semester for
these four courses, students are required to conduct a research project that analyzes
current social issues of their interests, while learning the basic skills of conducting
social science research. Student projects are usually composed of literature review,
data collection, statistical analysis, a 10-page final report and two oral presentations.
In addition, my Advanced Seminar also engages students in the learning of Health
Economic, with a focus on using economics analytical tools to analyze social issues
related to health, health economy and health care policies.

I taught four lecture-type courses, Economic Analysis of Chinese society and
China’s Economic Sustainability and Social Issues in the spring semester, and
Introductory Chinese Economy and Modern Chinese Economy in the fall semester.
The former two mainly focus on various topics related to China’s social issues,
including income inequality, environmental problems, social security programs, and
so forth. The latter two provide detailed discussion on the economic reforms and
economic systems during the modern era of China.

As I believe hands-on learning is the most effective way to learn, I always use
a lot of examples to relate what was taught in class to the real-world problems. I
also implemented an in-class-quiz to ask students real time questions throughout
each lecture via the Moodle, a course management system which makes it possible
to check student learning for large class instantly. I have also adopted data analysis
practice in the class of Economic Analysis of Chinese Society, which provides an
opportunity for students to work on real data to analyze China’s social issues even in
a large class of 241 students. To provide a chance for students to learn from different
perspectives, distinguished researchers in related fields were invited to give a guest
lecture in three courses. Professor Tomoo Marukawa from the University of Tokyo
gave a talk on China’s technological progress in the class of Introductory Chinese
Economy and Doctor Zhixiong Guan from the Nomura Institute of Capital Research
delivered an exciting talk on the recent economic relationship between China and

the United States.
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4. Research Activities

I have been working on several research projects in 2019: (a) a project that
analyzes the impacts of mental health on labor market outcomes; (b) a project that
investigates the interaction of retirement, social capital and health; and (c) a project
that studies the possible impacts of raising the coinsurance rate for the elderly over
75 years old; and (d) a project that examines the effects of cancer examinations.

The first project was started in 2018 and we were able to publish a discussion
paper which summarized our major findings in 2019. Our paper examines the causal
effects of labors’ mental health on labor supply, employment status and working time
in Japan. Using rich data from the Comprehensive Survey of Living Condition (CSLC)
in Japan, a comprehensive household survey conducted in 2010, 2013 and 2016, the
study confirms a large and heterogeneous effect of mental health on labor supply.
We find that good mental health can significantly increase the probability of labor
participation and the chance of becoming a permanent employee in Japan. The effect
1s stronger for women compared with men, and strongest for the middle age group
than for the other age groups. We also find an adverse effect from bad mental health
on working hours of the elderly self-employed male and female workers, and young
self-employed female workers.

The second project is also an extension of a project first started in 2018. Social
capital has gained rising attention in recent years as an important instrument to
improve population health and contain health expenditures. This study focuses
on social capital measured by individuals’ networks and their interaction with
the communities they live in. Exploring rich longitudinal data from the Japanese
Study of Ageing and Retirement (JSTAR) survey data from Japan and adopting a
regression discontinuity design (RDD) approach to address the endogeneity problem
of retirement, we carefully investigate the effects of retirement on social capital.
Our preliminary results show that men tend to reduce the number of friends after
retirement, which leads to a decrease in their social capital stock. On the other
hand, this effect is not observed among women who are more likely to reduce the
probability of trusting people and making donations. Such behavioral changes due

to retirement provide important policy implications on the forming of social capital
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stock and population health.

The third project attempts to investigate the interrelationship among health
insurance, health expenditures, health outcomes and labor supply. There is a current
discussion on the possibility of raising the coinsurance rate for the elderly over 75
from 10% to 20%, in order to contain the rising medical expenditures. However,
such policy may have mixed effects on health expenditures, health outcomes and
labor supply. The study will use rich data from the Comprehensive Survey on
Living Conditions in Japan to disentangle the linkages among these components
and identify causal impacts of changing health insurance schemes. Lastly, as an
extension of the 2017 RIETI discussion paper on the usage and effectiveness of
health check-up in Japan, I started some further analysis on the usage and impacts
of regular cancer examination. The project is expected to make more progress in

2020.
